What is a COHAT?

   COHAT stands for Comprehensive Oral Health Assessment and Treatment – it is the official term for what is frequently referred to as a “dental”, “dentistry” or “prophy”.

The term was born on VIN (Veterinary Information Network) some time ago. It came about as a result of discussions and a desire for a more accurate name that better describes exactly what a “dental” is.

By using the term Comprehensive, we show that a very thorough oral/dental examination is going to be done. As a result, if there is any trouble anywhere in the mouth, it is going to be found.
Oral Health Assessment indicates that we are not just going to look at the teeth. We will examine all the hard & soft tissues that make up & surround the oral cavity. To do such a complete assessment takes time and cannot be done sufficiently well in a conscious dog or cat.
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After the comprehensive assessment we then need to do comprehensive treatment of all problems found – that is also going to take time and is why we sometimes call owners with the news that certain/more extractions need to be done than we had been able to ascertain before removing tartar/taking x-rays/more detailed examination.
